On February 15th. 1938, I inspected the Georgia State 
Womans College for termites and found it to be in much 
worse condition than on the first inspection made few 
months ago. 

The lumber needed (3,000 ft.) for the necessary replace 
ments under the three buildings listed as follows:-

Ashland building needs about 17 joist 2 x 10 
5 beams 8 x 10 

Converse " " 15 joist 2 x 10 

The converse building has termites all over it. Over 
half of the West End building is infested-- through the 
front and middle. The Ashland is badly infested and in 
treating this building it will be necessary to excavate 
as some of the joist are imbedded couple inches in the 
ground. 

Dr. Reade, I would suggest having this work done as soon 
as possible as the termites are very active. Naturally the 
price willbe higher the more damage they do. 

We will furnish all the lumber, make necessary replace­
ments, treating the wood and ground under the buildings. 
Give a five year guaranteed contract, work to be inspected 
twice yearly, for the sum of $650.00

(I suppose all of this is rather confidential.) 

I have written to Harmon and have made several sug­
gestions. Among theip I have told him something about 
you and he may write to ask you to come to Athens 
for a conference. I do not know whether you are still 
interested in getting back into the teaching game, 
whether you might be fitted for dean's work, or what.

It is quito difficult for me to give you an intelligent 
picture of our situation here by means of a questionnaire. I am 
therefore sending you a copy of our catalogue, together with 
other illustrative material. 

As you doubtless know, this institution is one of the 
senior units in the University System In Georgia, It is the only 
senior college in tills large southwestern area of the state, but, 
as wo offer only courses leading to the A,B. degree, our ©nroll-
r ent xias never gone beyond 350, This year, perhaps because of 
political troubles plus the war, our enrollment i3 only about 
eighty per cent oi that of last year, which In turn was lower 
than in previous years. Our largest percentage of loss has been 
in day students, as many of them have been able to secure positions 
at near-by Moody Field, 

There are perhaps fifteen or twenty vacant aouble rooms in 
our -ormitorles which means that neither dining hall or other fa­
cilities are crowded, 

V;e have a woman physician in residence, but our health ser­
vice facilities are limited. However, there is a small hospital 
within a few hundred yards of the college, in athletics, we offer 
tennis, golf, horseback, swimming, and other sports* 

There is considerable space available for drill purposes, 
as perhaps half of our sixty acre campus is cleared. The rest is 
encumbered by buildings and pine trees. 

Our auditorium soots about 525 persons, and our laboratories 
are reasonably well equipped for chemistry, Physics, and biology, 
home economics, art, end so on. 
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As this unit of the University System could not make any 
definite commitment without the approval of the Board of Regents, 
and as the office of the Regents is in the State Capitol, it may­
be that you will wish to discuss matters with Chancellor 3, V# 
Sanford regarding this and other state system units.
