vie do not accent credits by transfer from another col­
lege in excess'of the amount which the student would 
have been permitted to ear's in the sa^e period of t1 me 
here. This applies to all transferred credits, including 
those earned in other units of the University System. 

Our policy in regard to quality points 1s that a student 
must' ake, In order to qualify for graduation, an average 
rade of C on all courses taken in this Institution. We 
require 180 or. hrs. of ucade id work passed with an overage 
grade of C for graduation. As we assign a quality point of 
one to each quarter hour passed with a grade of 0 , the 
graduation requirement is 130 qr. hrs® and 100 quality 
points. A student transferring to us 90 qr. hrs. of 
acceptable work must then .a; e, in this institut ion, 90 
qr. hrs. and 90 quality points. This regulation applies 
to all transfer students, including those fro other units 
In the University Syste of Georgia. 

Formal load for the summer quarter is fifteen qr. hrs.; 
maximum load, twenty qr. hrs. afcure students — largely 
teachers .earning credit for certification purposes — nay 
take the maximum load. Our own students may take the 
maximum load if the average on the previous quarter's 
work is 3 or better. This is a lower standard whAn that 
which applies during the regular session, when a student 
must make the Dean's List (one A and two B's in the junior 
college; two A's and one a in the senior college) to be 
permitted to take an additional course the succeeding 
quarter. 

Perhaps I should say one word further in regard, to credits 
transferred" from junior colleges, though I believe that all 
senior colleges have a regulation to this effect. . We accept 
a rn&xiiruini of 90 or* hrs* of ac&dOT&ic woi*k 3on© 'n any* juruox* 
college. This does not apply to credits transferred from 
the junior college departments of senior colleges.
