This belated letter comes with.my most sincere apologies and an explanation 
for this delay. Some time ago x visited your campus in hopes that I would 
be able to see you in person. At that time however, you were here in Atlanta 
but I received a most cordial welcome and splendid help from members of the 
faculty, your secretary and the Registrar. 

The War Department feels very sincerely that the college seniors of this year 
can play a most vital part in serving their country with the Women's army Corps 
and has asked the college presidents to allow the ^eorgia VAC Collge team to visit 
each campus for several days. So far we have visited. 11 Georgia Schools and in all 
we have reeeived a splendid welcome and much help. We are interested in talking to 
Sehirrs in hopes that we can interest them in the WAC and tell them of the many 
fine advantages it can offer to College Graduates. 

In my mad dashing around to these colleges I have certainly been rude in not 
writing to you sooner, hence this letter via Special Delivery and an Enclosed 
Special Delivery Envelope. We will visit Mercer University on 15 May and i do 
hope that it will meet with your approval if we visit your campus an 17-18 May. 
In many cases we have had a chance to speak to the girls at chapel programs or at 
smaller club meetings. Traveling with us is an officer who was wounded during 
the African Campaign and is now assigned as a patient to Moore general Hospital. 
He' has many interesting and funny experiences to relate if arrangements can be 
made for a chapel program or various Civic Clubs.

I am sorry not to have written to you before now relative 
to your request for information about the birth da e of 
Joaquin Killer. 

Perhaps in an effort to minimis© the escapades of his 
youth on the plea that he was scarcely more than o child, 
Josruin chose'1841 or 1842 as good years in which to ave 
been born I 

The late George Melwin Killer, the youngest.of the hoys, 
was born in 1852. Gome years ago, he wrote me that he 
thought Joaquin had been born in 1839. 

Joaquin's boyhood diary, which was in the possession of 
a Mrs. Cook in San Francisco in 1929, carried the follow­
ing entry on June 15, 185os 

"Cincinatus Hiner Miller who was born in Union County 
Ind. in the Year of our Lord 1837 on the 8th day of 
September " There 

There is a great deal of evidence to support this 
earlier date, and I think it is correct. 

You v/ill notice two other things, that Joaquin, al­
ways a bad 3peller, could not, even at nineteen, spell 
his first name. However, he did know that his middle 
name was Hiner I {As you perhaps know, good Dr. Hiner 
brought Joaquin into the world). 

Please don't be misled by anything that Juanita or rs. 
Filler may toll you about the Poet of the Sierras I By 
the way, is Mrs. Miller still living?

I shall appreciate it If you will tell me where 
iller*s diary is. I suppose it is the same one 

from which I quoted.
