our recommendations have met with the favor of Chen-

I believe that our faculty, with the valuablie asslis-
tence of Dr. Munro, has worked out a sensible, simple, snd
entirely worth-while curriculum. It 1s our hope that our
students who are just now veginning their college work will,
on graduatlon, .go out into & world at peace rather than at
war. And we feel sure that our new plan will stand them in
