The members of the Association of Georgia Colleges share with 

the people of our country their deep concern in the present emer­

gency. We are eager to make our contribution to the national cause 

and are determined to meet the unusual demands of the present. 

The colleges of the country, in fact, anticipated many of the 

present problems and have for some time endeavored to render an en­

larged service. Those with facilities needed in the emergency free­

ly made them available long before the outbreak of war, and many of 

our instructors have for some time assumed additional responsibili­

ties involving greatly increased expenditures of time and energy. 

Present plans are for still greater efforts. Research of vi­

tal consequence is rapidly being expanded. Special courses ranging 

from welding to Portuguese are being offered not only for our stu­

dents but for the interested public as well. Civilian defense train­

ing is materially speeded by our contributions of teaching personnel 

and space. Of still greater importance, we are trying to do better 

than we have ever done before our primary task of producing trained 

men and women, skilled technicians, as rapidly as possible. 

We believe that our full contribution can be made without making 

sweeping and inclusive changes in our educational system and stand­

ards. We express the hope that enthusiasm for immediate action will 

not cause us to lose sight of the first objective, which is not only 

to win*the war, but also to win the peace which will follow -- not 

only to overcome the enemy at our gates, but also to begin to estab­

lish, even amid the wreckage o£ war, permanent foundations for the 

peace and security of all -institutions. 



We hope that In our zeal to make our contribution, we will  not 

lose sight of the sound principles which must guide all  worth while 

efforts.  We are convinced that we can attain sufficient accelera­

tion in the educational program and can carry on necessary emer­

gency activities without sacrificing the essential requirements for 

^^^^tta^and graduation which have proved to be fundamental to 

sound educational procedure# 

In consequence, the Association of Georgia Colleges makes the 

following recommendations to its own members and to the high schools 

throughout the state: 

1. Since the national needs require the full time opera-

tion of our colleges,,  we urge that members of this Association o r  

per?te upon a year- round basis making full use of the summer session. 

The summer program should be arranged to make possible the admission 

of freshmen to the required courses. 

2. The national emergency more than ever requires trained 

men and women. There is nothing in the situation which requires, or 

in sound educational policy which justifies, shortening the total 

period of study. If graduation dates must be moved up, the change 

should apoly for this year only and solely to members of the present 

senior class. Many colleges, especially those for women, will  not 

find i t  necessary to advance the dates for graduation. In such cases 

instances of individual hardship should be dealt with sympathetically 

3. The Association is further opposed to wholesale In­

crease in the student load or reduction of time required for the 

completion of work. 



4. The Association is opposed to the admission of high 

school juniors to college, because we believe that the program of 

senior studies is essential preparation for college work. We do 

hope, however, that through the Georgia High School Association 

and the Georgia High School Accrediting Commission a sound policy 

of accelerating the progress of unusually well qualified students 

may be developed.

Following the custom of former years we are mating herewith a report 

on the Freshmen grades of students in Georgia Colleges for the year 1936-37. 

This report is made from information gathered in this office while Mr. 

T. J. Dempsey, Jr. was in charge and we wish to express to him our appreciation 

for the help he has given while we were compiling this report. 

Our appreciation is also expressed to Professor Forrest Cumming of the 

Mathematics Department of the University of Georgia for making certain calcu­

lations and to Miss Lucille Epps, our efficient secretary, for compiling datao 

Twenty-nine white colleges reported marks of 3.S02 freshmen entering 

college from Georgia high schools and the marks of "J^rG freshmen grades entering 

from out-of-state high schools, for a total of 1+.54S freshmen grades for the 

first semester for 1936—37. The median score for freshmen from Georgia high 

schools was 2.49, while the median score for freshmen from out-of-state high 

schools was 2.51. The corresponding medians for the previous year 1935-36 

were 2.U5 and 2.48.

Cox College, The General Extension Department, and the Medical College 

of the University System did not report. 
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Six negro colleges reported 318 freshmen grades from Georgia 

high schools and 127 freshman grades from out-of-state high schools for a 

total of UU5 freshmen as compared to I+U7 for the previous year. Although 

six colleges reported this year as compared to five last year the number of 

freshmen totals is less in these six colleges. An examination of last year's 

tables and report shows that one college reports 76 fewer freshmen this year 

than the year previous. This, in all probability, accounts for the decrease 

in the totals.
